
THE BIRD OBSERVER SUMMARY FOR JANUARY, 1976

The weather during January was a continuation o f  the very cold  and wet weather that began 
in  the th ird  week o f  December. The average temperature was 26 .1°, 3 .1° below normal.
5.29 inches o f  rain  and 15 .0  inches o f  snow f e l l  during the course o f  the month; most o f  
the snow (twelve inches) f e l l  during a storm on the 12th-13th. The lowest temperatures 
were recorded during a period o f  Northwesterly winds on the 22nd-23rd, when the thermometer 
read -1 °  and - k° resp ective ly . Thaws did not occur u n til the end o f  the month, when, from 
the 20th-29th, the temperatures averaged 12° above normal. Due to  these low temperatures 
and heavy snow cover fo r  the greater part o f  the month, very few lingering  passerines re­
mained beyond the end o f  December.

An Eared Grebe was present at Sandy Neck, Barnstable, on the l6 th . Although three reports 
o f  A rctic Loon were received , the w riters fe e l that th is  species, extremely rare within 
our area, is  not d istinguishable from small Common Loons in winter plumage. Contrary to  
a now popular b e l ie f ,  Common Loons can a lso  be devoid o f  any white markings around the eye, 
in  addition  to  being v ir tu a lly  id en tica l in  s ize  and co lora tion  to  the A rctic on occasion .

Due to  the freezing  o f  most inland ponds during the month, most o f  the waterfowl moved out. 
However, 2 Snow Geese remained on the Cape and j> separate Blue-winged Teal were reported. 
Single Tufted Ducks were seen at Salisbury and at Falmouth; i t  is  up to  the reader to  
speculate as to th e ir  or ig in .

Red-shouldered Hawks seem to  be making a comeback a fter  th eir  drastic decline during the 
early  7 0 's. Six individuals were reported th is  January as opposed to  2 and 5 reported 
during the same month o f  197U and 1975, respective ly . Two immature Bald Eagles were found, 
and the Gyrfalcon was seen on the 10th at Orleans.

Lingering shorebirds included two American Woodcocks, a Spotted Sandpiper and a Red Phal- 
arope o f f  Cohasset. An adult Lesser Black-backed Gull was seen in  Newburyport Harbor on 
the 6th, th is  being the f i r s t  record for  th is  species fo r  the harbor, despite i t s  increased 
occurrence at numerous other lo c a l i t ie s  along the east coast. The Ivory Gull reduced i t ­
s e l f  to the r o le  o f  a beggar by the end o f  the winter, accepting v irtu a lly  any handout 
from numerous b irders and passers-by.

Considering the severe weather which dominated the month, the follow ing passerine records 
are o f  p articu lar in terest: Eastern Phobe at Sandwich on the 6th, 7 Y ellow -bellied  Sap-
suckers, Loggerhead Shrike at Salisbury remaining u n til the 25th, an Ovenbird in  Framing­
ham on the 3rd, and a Chipping Sparrow which spent the month at E. Wareham.
