' CONCERWING FOREIEAD INJURIES

The¢ following is from ifrs Frnest E, Yianels, 5 Davidson Avenue,
Ramsey, Wow Jersey, one of thc ncwer banders, and comcerns a toplc
vhich iIs of “intercst to 2ll banders. Following i'rs, Tancic's letter,
is a brief note from Faul E. Tluck, i.D., 73 I, Union St., Lambert~
ville, NoJ., vho tells waat to do with birds vho do injvre their
"oscs!y e

"During our banding oxpe'riencc, ve have discovered that a number
of birds had injured forehcadg and, at times, also injured chins, when
romoved from the traps. The couse scemed o bo that, in their attempt . e
to escane, ther forced their ranCidles $hroush thic hardwero cloth, and
since the openings were half inch squares, rcceived flesh wounds when
more than their bills protvruded,

Je experimented with quorter lach hardware cloth which, in every
instance so far has climinated the flesh wounds, salthough at times
the bill itself mey ot times be slightly scraped.

] "’Some of our trans had openings provided for the purpose of
driving birds into gathering cazes, This alweys sccmed a difficult )
operation, so we constroutod traps, onc 27" x. 04N and anotier 24" x
247, with oweninzs for the removal of birds by hand. Practically any
Part of the trap can be made ‘out of bounds! for a bird if darkcned,
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It has been relatively easy to romove the birds in this fashion,

PAnother feature we find advisable is to provide a floor (of
quarter-inch hardware oloth) for our traps. The permits the lécatioh
of the traps in practically any location regardless of tlie naturc of
the tonography, and when onc considers that Remscy is in the foothills
of the Ramapos, it will be arireciated.

"o must confess that we are not familiar with the I.Q.ts of
birds, but some species, under certain conditions, rate higher with us
than others. We have one single—ccll and one three—cell tom—oneoning
traps made by lir. Gill. ost birds visiting them eithor lose their
freedom or, if susvicious in the least, beat a hasty retreat. ot so
with two "hite-brecasted Nuthatches, Thesc must have attanded an
institution for higher learning for nickpockets.

"Iach enters a ccll at the right or left side, procecds on a
Journgy toward the bDottom in a disgonal line down the side, purposely
avoiding contact ‘with the collepsible platform, picks up o sunflower
sced, and makes the same trip in reverse, Should this situation mot
correcr itself shortly, we shall be obliged to ask ifre Gill for a
partial refund coimensvrate with our mentzl anguish, ®

Concerning bloody noses, Dr. Fluck writes as follows: "Best
treatment for sorc noscs is Parke-Davis OXYCEL vhich can be obtained
in druz stores. Looks likc cotton. Just stick 'a small picec on bleeding
arca and hold with pressure for a few 'sedonds. Let bird go with
cotton attached. Bird vatchors for miles around will zo into fits
raving over the "“hitc-nescd Whatzit! in the neighboriood. But who
cares? '
