The Beginning Work with an experienced netter and have him teach you

Trammel: Taut horizontal strands, supporting the loose

netting. 
Loops: The loops at each end of a trammel, used to

string net. 
Netting: The meshed part of net which catches birds.

Vertical Spacer: The string between the ends of 

t'WO trammels. 

Pocket: The vertical slack in the net, determined by

the vertical spacer. 

Where��� Some good spots include: The edge of a habitat

area; a hedge row; near food (special bushes 

or bait); water. Study your area so that you will be able to place

your nets across known flight paths. For census taking nets are 

placed at random. 

�rection of � � Net lane should be cleared of everything that will

catch in net. Poles can be of wood, steel conduit,

bamboo, alu.minulll, a convenient tree, etc. Loops: Rubber (either rubber 

bands or strips of inner tubing -- bicycle tire or small foreign car 

tire tubes are ideal -- should be connected to the loops. This in turn

is attached to the poles by nails, hooks, tying, etc. The rubber will 

give the net more elasticity, preventing injury· to the birds.
