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COMMENT ON "COMMENTS ON TRAPS"

Mabel Gillespie's thoughtful a rticle in the March-April 1963 issue 
jBBA News bring s to mind lengthy di scu ssion s which John Emlen and I 

ol to have while banding on the Haverford College campus. At that time 
•~elt that there was a factor involved in catching birds in baited traps, 
fl h was not mentioned by Mrs . Gillespi e . Thi s might be called "the 
~hOlO sY of bird behavior" which is the bird 's instinctive rea ction to 
r:.-lJmlledia te environment. 

! 'll8-S studying Song Sparrows a t Haverford. Thi s species spent much 
in a certain shrub border at the edge of a lawn. I had traps on 

~ ground close to tht:o shrubs. My observation was that the a cti ..,,""i t.y 
~ these sparrows at any- instant was the re sultant of the interaction of 
po forces I the urge to get food and caution when away from the shrub s. 
l hungry bird would approach the bread ba it (with which it was familiar) . 
1tl further it went from t'1A protection of the shrubs the more cautious 
it became. As a balance between the se two drive s was reached , the bird' s 
l'llotion was to make little starts back toward the shrubs . Then , it 
,ollld again head for the food. 

The trap I was using was a single opening trip-thread . From obse rv­
ation of the bird' s behavior I became convinced that which way the trap 
OJlllling was pointed often made a difference a s to whether the bird was 
• ught or not. a) If the opening was toward the shrubs the bait would 
- to be more readily visible to the bird, but as the point of balance 
11tt111en food urge and caution was reached the enclosure of the trap would 
llll'O'lf the balance toward caution and the little sally back toward the 
elu'Ub11 would take the bird out of the trap. b) If the opening was away 
troa the shrubs , once the balance was reached the resulting sally toward 
tlll shrubs would often take the bird into the trap. c ) Another po s sibil-
1t1 would be to have the opening parallel to the line of shrubs or a t 
aome angle between this and #b . 

All of this bird psychology as applied to trapping is not as simple 
U we would like to have it. The bird's reactions vary according to 
t ther external fa ctors besides t he two discussed above. One bird may 
be scared i nto a t rap (or away from it ) by another bird, depending which 

the latter approaches. A combination of nook activity and hunger 
• 11111 to make a differe nce in bow readily birds enter traps. For instance 
dml'ing the heig ht of the Junco migration this spring they readily entered 
Ill kinds of ground traps. Two weeks later at the end of migration when 
~!. !!!!,individuals were at th e banding stati on, they were very cau t i ous 

llt enteri ng the !!J!!.! t raps set in t he ~ location with the ™ Q!ll,. 

Just as with mammal trapping, some banders seem to have an intuitive 
:aty to catch birds. Probably any of us can do a better job by taking 

Ught, and especially trying to think like a bird. I have come to
