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LONG POINT BIRD OBSERVATORY

The Long Point Bird Observatory will be conducting a continuous pro-
gram of observations and banding of migrant and resident birds from April
1st to October 31, 1967 at Long Point on the Ontario shore of Lake Erie,
The Observatory is situated at the eastern end of the Point, about 18
miles from the nearest road., Last year about 15,000 birds of 150 species
were banded at the Observatory. Most of the birds are trapped in the
Obervatory's five Heligoland Traps.

Accomodation is available at the Observatory for a limited number
of experienced observers or banders who are willing to assist in the work
of the Observatory for periods of one week or longer. Accomodation in-
cludes bunks and cooking facilities, but visitors must bring their own
sleeping bags, air mattresses and food, A fee is charged for accomoda-
tion and transportation on lLong Point. Further details may be obtained
from Mrs. J., Woodford, 76 Glentworth Road, Willowdale, Ontario, Canada.

NORTH DAKOTA NATURAL SCIENCE SOCIETY
