GENERAL NOTES. 

The Wood Thrush in Maine.--On Septelnber 6, i854, I shot a yonng 
male Wood Thrush (Tttr•[lts Inus/e[inlts) at Saco, Maine. This is, I 
believe, the first recorded instance of its capture alongthc coast north of 
Massachusetts, and the ouly one for Maine. •osEP• L. GOOI)^LF., Cam- 
brz'd•e, 2Ylass. 

The Occurrence of the Catbird (Mimtts carolœne•es/s) on the Faraltone 
Islands, Pacific Ocean.--Our Catbird appears to be not only exteuding its 
range, but wandering into very strauge places. On the third of Septem- 
ber, i884, theU. S. Lighthonse Steamer'Manzarrita' landed myself and 
assistant on one of tile Fatallone Islands for tbe pnrpose of colIecting sea 
lions for the National Museran. %Ve were ro•ved ashore atnid the roar of 

hundreds of sea lions, and the screams of myriads of birds. 
Immediately upon landing I accompanied tile Inspector to the Iight- 

house, which occupies the higbest rockg three hundred feet above the sea. 
Near the tower, surrounded by 5furres, Puffins, and Gulls, I saw a bird 
which of aI1 birds was the least to be expected in such a place--a 'regular' 
eastern Catbird. 

I rusbedto the landiug for my gun and was back on remarkably short 
order, considering tile number of times nay unfortunate stomach had paid 
tribute to Neptune on the passage out frotn San Francisco, but the bird 
had disappeared and could not be found. On the foliowing day, however, 
it was discovered among the rocks near tile sea, and its skin is now in the 
Smithsonian Institutiou, stilI surrounded, it is true, by Mm'res and Pnffius, 
but not noisy ones. The speci•nen is perhaps not appreciably different 
from others of the same species with svhich it ltas been compared, its smalI 
billbeing matched in specimens from Key West, and its light colored 
under parts not being exceptional. 

The occurrence of this species on these islands is the more remarkable 
as it has not yet been recorded fi'om California, being known on the 
Pacific Coast of the United States ool.y in the region of the Columbia
