Turkey Vulture in Eastern Massachusetts.--Mr; H. W. Page of 
Boston called any attention some time ago to a Turkey Buzzard (Cathat- 
res aura) which was taken in •Veston, Massachusetts, early in April, 
1893, andlvlslted the bird Aprils, •894- Mr. Samuel Smith, who has a 
farm in the western part of the town oœ Weston (about œonrteen miles 
west oœ Boston), shot the bird there, merely breaking its wing. He has 
kept the bird ever since out of doors in a netting cage about five feet 
square with a box to retire to, having one side open; he has led the 
Vulture on raw fish, raw beef, muskrats, etc., and the bird appeared to 
me to be in very good condition, except for the general condition of its 
plumage and the fact that the broken xvingset in such a way that it is 
held at an unnatural angle. slightly elevated.--PR^NCtS BEACH WHITE, 
Cambrld•e, Mass.
