MAPS stations in the Southwest Region and 13 in the Alaska Region to reach totals of 40 and 20 
stations, respectively, operating in those regions in 1993. The methodology used by the MAPS 
program is simple and straightforward, and the program provides an excellent opportunity for 
Western banders to make an important contribution to avian biomonitoring. We strongly urge 
banders from the WBBA region to become part of this exciting project.
